2But Samuel said, "How can I go? Saul will hear about it and kill me." 

The LORD said, "Take a heifer with you and say, `I have come to sacrifice to the LORD.' 3Invite Jesse to the sacrifice, and I will show you what to do. You are to anoint for me the one I indicate."

David’s Conquests
“You have shed much blood and have made great wars; you shall not build a house for My name, because you have shed much blood on earth in My sight.” (1 Chronicles 22:8 nkjv)

The Bible presents David as a real scrapper. From fighting lions and bears in defense of his sheep, to killing Goliath, to leading a band of outlaws, to commanding Saul’s army, to building an empire, to putting down revolts against him, David remained almost constantly in conflict. And in every case the fight came to him—whether he defended his sheep against wild animals, himself and his compatriots against attacks of Saul, the Israelites against Philistines and others, or his administration against rebels. His prowess as a military man came not from any schooling in theory but from personal experience in the arena of conflict or from observation.

What are the natural endowments of this fighter and leader of men? The chronicler describes him as “ruddy” (probably with auburn hair and fair complexion instead of the usual black hair and dark complexion), “with beautiful eyes,” and “handsome features” (niv), i. e., graceful and well proportioned when Samuel anointed him king (1 Samuel 16:12),. When a little later Saul’s men recommended him to play his lyre to restore Saul’s mental health, they described him as “skillful in playing, a mighty man of valor, a man of war, prudent in speech, and a handsome person; and the Lord is with him” (1 Samuel 16:18 nkjv). They represent him as an excellent musician, a brave man, a fighter, skilled in the use of words, handsome, and blessed of God.

A little further information about David’s capability for war comes in connection with his preparation to fight Goliath. When David volunteered to fight the Philistine, Saul argued that Goliath was a seasoned warrior, while David was a youth untrained in warfare. David responded with impressive credentials of his own. He had had extensive and successful combat experience with lions and bears while protecting his father’s sheep. The tense in the original is imperfect and indicates repeated action. Thus one should not conclude that David tackled only one bear and one lion. First Samuel 17:34 might better be translated, “Whenever a lion or bear” (njb). David’s life reflected both combat experience and an abundance of courage.


 

Then as Saul proceeded to prepare David for the contest, he dressed him in his own tunic and coat of mail. That it was possible for David to wear Saul’s clothes indicates both the loose-fitting nature of the garments and the substantial size of David. We remember that Saul was head and shoulders taller than other Israelites. And there is no reason to conclude that David was a stripling; he was merely the youngest son of his father. Goliath’s ridicule of David’s size was part of his psychological warfare, and anyone in the Israelite camp would have been small compared to him. So we conclude that David was well built and strong, handsome, brave, and had a way with words that would be valuable as a leader.

David’s Contest with Goliath 
(1 Samuel 17)
What might have been David’s motives for wanting to get involved? Could he have been looking for a road to riches and glory, or did the situation call forth his courageous spirit. Maybe he had sufficient understanding of his anointing to believe he would live through this challenge to become the king, or he may have wanted to vindicate the name and reputation of God before these pagans (see especially 1 Samuel 17:26). And who can prove that the Spirit of God may not have prompted David to take on this pagan, who not only threw taunts against the Israelites but also against their God?

As David fought Goliath, the spiritual dimension became paramount. Goliath cursed David “by his gods” (v. 43). David responded with a kind of manifesto on the power of God about to descend on anyone who dared to defy Him, on one who supposed he could stand against the devastating might of Israel’s God. And “the whole world” (17:46; Gentiles present and many who will hear of this event) and “those gathered here” (17:47), or “this congregation” (a term for the assembly of Israel) will see an apologetic for the existence and power of God acted out before their eyes. God does not depend on heavy armor for victory in battle. In this instance, as in so many others, David’s spiritual perspective shines forth.

We cannot dwell on David’s exploits in the armies of Saul, as a leader of a band of outlaws, and as a vassal of the Philistines. But we should not ignore important developments in this period. First, as David commanded regular forces in Saul’s army, as he engaged in guerrilla actions, and as he commanded a band of mercenaries, he learned the role of a first-rate military leader. Second, he built a power base by attracting to himself other men with a grievance—first a band of 400 (1 Samuel 22:2), later increased to 600 with their families (1 Samuel 27:2). Third, he bought favor with the people of Judah by destroying tribal groups that attacked their southern towns (1 Samuel 27:8–12). In this way he prepared for the day when he would be accepted as king in Hebron. Fourth, when he became king in Hebron, he settled many of his band of followers in the “cities of Hebron” (2 Samuel 2:3), villages nearby. There they would protect against nomadic incursions from the south. And David eliminated this dissatisfied element by making them landowners.

When they learned that the ark of the LORD had come into the camp, 7the Philistines were afraid. "A god has come into the camp," they said. "We're in trouble! Nothing like this has happened before. 8Woe to us! Who will deliver us from the hand of these mighty gods?
